A RESOLUTION AMENDING SECTION 9 OF THE PERSONNEL POLICY
MANUAL FOR THE CITY OF DELTA, UTAH FOR THE PURPOSE OF
CLARIFYING POSITIONS EXEMPT FROM PERMANENT SERVICE.

Mr. Waddingham explained that the resolution sets out the following
types of positions as exempt from permanent service:

1. Elected officials

2. Members of policy, advisory, review and appeal
boards, or similar bodies who do not perform
administrative duties as individuals.

3. Attorneys serving as legal counsel.

4, Part-time professional health and related personnel.

5. Time-limited positions established for the purpose of
conducting a special study or investigation.

6. Appointed officers who serve at the discretion of the
Mayor, with the advice and consent of the governing
body, for appointment to and for removal from such
office, include but are not limited to the Recorder,
Treasurer, Public Works Director, Superintendent of
Roads, Librarian, Chief of Police, Chief of Fire
Department and City Manager.
