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Mayor Roper being present called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Dorothy Jeffery being present acted as secretary.

Mayor stated that notice of the time, place and purpose of the meeting

had been duly advertised in the Millard County Chronicle and posted in the Delta
City Office Building and notice was sent to each member of the governing body prior
to the meeting.

Mayor Roper explained to those in attendance that the meeting was a public hearing
for the purpose of receiving citizens comments on the proposal received by Delta
City for a solid waste disposal service by A and R Sanitation Service.

Mayor Roper read the. complete proposal®to the group after which he opened the meeting
for discussion.

Mr, Richard Viers explained the $40.00 per month for commercial mentioned
in the proposal is not applicable to every business, the monthly fee
would be determined by the volume of solid waster removal required by

the business.

Question: will it be a weekly pickup at the homes for $5.00 per month?

Answer: Mr. Richard Viers; Yes and if you are on a fixed income such
as social security, you may be eligible for a discount.

Question: If this proposal is accepted by the Delta City Council will

it be mandatory for everyone living within the Delta City
Limits?
Anwer: Mr. Richard Viers, what the situation is, is that the reason

the proposition is made on a mandatory basis is that we have
a contract from the City of Delta in order for us to get

the financing to purchase the equipment needed to provide
the service.

Question: If T cut a tree down and do my spring cleaning, will you
pick up the waste I put out for pickup?

Answer: Mr. Paul Viers, yes but 1f you qualify you may fill out an
application with Delta City for the discount.

There was a general discussion of burning of garbage within Delta City
limits, Mayor Roper stated it was unlawful to burn garbage within the city
limits unless the burning was done in an incinerator or container

that would comply with the city and state requirements.

Question: Are you going to have a performance bond?

Answer: Mr. Richard Viers, yes we are, we are going to be covered
by insurance, we are going to comply with every thing that
is required by the state and the city that is going to put
us under contract.

Comment : I am a widow and I cannot pickup my garbage cans, I have
been paying $4.00 per month to have someone pick it up
once a month and I would very much be in favor of the proposed
weekly service offered.

Question: Will there be a restriction as to the size of the garbage
container?
Answer: We will take up to a 55 gallon drum if nothing has been burned

inside of them, because the burning would make them to heavy
to lift, 'but vwe do not expect everyone to go out and buy
new containers for their garbage.

Question: Is the city of Delta doing this or is it a private enterpricse?
If it is a private enterprise that will kave a contract with
the city, how long is the contract for and is anyone else
going to be able to bid on the contract?

Answer: Mr. Richard Viers, Yes it 1is a private interprise, the initial
setting up of the service will be on a three (3) year contract
at the end of the three (3) years the service will be put
up for bid.
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I live alone, I do not have that much garbage, If I do need
someone once or twice a year to pickup such things as tree
limbs I can call Wayne Caves and pay him $6.00, T am very much

opposed to this service being mandatory and I will refuse
to pay for it, T just can't afford to payiferiit.

Could the charge be on a volume basis?

Yes it is feasible to charge on a volume basis but because
we will be under contract with the city we will be required
to make a stop at each and every house in the city limits
and because of this we must charge each resident a fee for
this service.

I have a business, I live alone, I feel I need the service
and I also feel Delta is long over due for a garbage service
pickup.

What will happen in a year or so if you decide the business is
not a money making business and you want to close the business,
will the city of Delta have to continue the service?

Mayor Roper, If the proposal is accepted by Delta City, A and R
Sanitation Service will have to be bonded and the bond will
take care of the cost if the business does close before the

end of the contract.

Can't yvou operate on a fee of less than $5.00 per month for
each resident?

We will consider hardship cases for a discount of less than
$5.00 but the regular fee will be $5.00 per month.

I oppose the city government setting up a private business and
in order to do so, making it mandatory for everyome in town

to pay for a service that some of us do not want or feel we
need.

If there is going to be a garbage service and it is going to
be mandatory and the city is going to be enforcing the issue
shouldn't the service be put up for bid?

Mayor Roper, I have spoke to the city Attormey and as I under-
stand it where this is a new garbage service it does not have
to be bid.

I have lived in a city much larger than Delta and they did
control the garbage dump but the pickup service was left up

to private companies and there were several in the city, but
they did not have the city set them up in business or do their
billing and bookkeeping.

If the city can maintain a sewer service for $3.50 per month
I con't see why it should cost $5.00 per month for a garbage

pickup service.

Are these people going to take care of the city dump?
