Mayor Dafoe called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Dorothy
Jeffery, City Recorder, acted as secretary. Mayor Dafoe stated
that notice of the meeting time, place and agenda was posted at the
principal office of the governing body located at 76 North 200 West
and was provided to the Millard County Chronicle/Progress, and to
each member of the City Council by personal delivery two days prior
to the meeting.

Mayor Dafoe explained that the purpose of the Public Hearing was to
receive public comment regarding a specific Community Development
Block Grant (CDBG) project for a Downtown Beautification Project.

Mayor Dafoe explained that if Delta City receives CDBG funds, the
funds will be used for planning and design costs and for
improvements as outlined in the proposal from Sunrise Engineering:
