Mayor Roper being present called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Dorothy Jeffery being present acted as secretary.

The Mayor stated the meeting was regularly called meeting and that notice of the
time, place, and agenda of the meeting had been posted at the principal office
of the governing body and had been provided the Millard County Chronicle and to
each member of the governing body by mailing copies of the Notice and Agenda two
(2) days before to each of them.

Minutes of a Regular Meeting held Monday, January 7, 1980, were read and approved
upon a motion by Councilman Bird, seconded by Councilman Callister and received the
unanimous affirmative vote of all councilmen present.

Mayor Roper introduced Douglas Little, president of Castle Engineering, Inc. to
council, Mr. Little gave a presentation of the qualification of Castle Engineering,
Inc, to assist Delta City in their engineering needs. He then requested the council
give consideration for employment of their firm.

Mayor Roper acknowledged James Poulsen's attendance at the meeting and asked if Mr.
Poulsen wished to address council. Mr. Poulsen stated he had on previous occasions
requested his hom be connected to the Delta City sewer system, but had been refused
the connection because of the problems the city has with the system on the block
where he lives. Mr, Poulsen said he wanted in on record that he does not feel he
should have to pay the increased connection fee when and if the city is able to allow
a connection to his home. After some discussion, it was the decision of the council
to table the matter until a later date.

Next on the agenda was Mr. Jerry Sime, Executive Director of Central Utah Rural
Impact Capital Corporation. Mr. Sime explained the function of CURIC as follows:

SERVICE

The Central Utah Rural Impact Capital Corporation (CURIC) is a cooperative
organization of the political subdivisions within the Six-County Planning District.

A non-profit corporation, CURIC provides: (1) access to borrowed and grant capital
for public improvements; and (2) technical assistance in the field of mumicipal
management and financial planning. Technical assistance through a cooperative effort
can be provided at a cost which participating political subdivisions can afford.
