Mayor Roper being present called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.
Dorothy Jeffery being present acted as secretary.

The Mayor stated the meeting was a regularly called meeting and
that notice of the time, place and agenda of the meeting had been
posted at the principal office of the governing body and had been
provided the Millard County Chronicle and to each member of the
governing body by mailing copies of the Notice and Agenda two (2)
days before to each of them.

Minutes of a Regular Council Meeting held February 25, 1980 were
read and approved upon a motion by Councilman Losee, seconded by
Councilman Bird and received the unanimous affirmative vote of
all councilmen present.

Mayor Roper explained to council, Larry Morris was unable to
attend council meeting but had requested council approved to
utilize existing trailer spaces at 193 South 100 West that were
installed for use during the 1968 "Emergency Trailer Court"
agreement.
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After a very length discussion the subject was tabled to allow
sufficient time to research the matter.

Superintendent Forster informed Council of the request received
from Devon Peterson to relocate the sewer hook-up on his property
at 286 South 300 East from the east side of his property to the
south side. At the present time a new line is being installed on
the south side of his property.

After some discussion Councilman Bennett moved to grant Mr,
Peterson's request with the stipulation the 0l1d line will be
sealed after being cut off and all cost of the project will be
absorbed by Mr. Peterson. Motion seconded by Councilman Bird and
received the wunanimous affirmative vote of all councilmen
present.

Councilman Bennett told council Keith Taylor has requested a
water hook-up on the property just east of the Farmer's Supply
building which is outside the City limits.

Superintendent Forster reminded Council of the moratorium of
water main extensions outside the city 1limits however, the
property in question would not require a new water main. In as
much as no 1line extension 1is required council granted the
regquest.

Mayor Roper explained the building presently occupied by Delta
City has recently been sold to Keith Taylor. Mr. Taylor has
offered to build additional office space for the city if the
council so desires. It was the councils decision no addition
space was needed at the present time.

Improved storm drainage at 200 North 300 West was the next item
of discussion. It was suggested Councilman Losee contact the LDS
Church and other property owners in that area in regards of
possible participation in correcting the problem. Superintendent
Forster will research the existing line drainage area.

The request of Carol Barnson's to establish a state liquor store
for the sale of mini-bottles in "Chef's Palace Too" restaurant
was discussed. Attorney Thorpe Waddingham explained the Utah
State Liquor laws to council after which it was the decision of
the council to request City Attorney Warren Peterson research the
Delta City Ordinances on the sale of liquor within the city
limits and report back to the council before any action is taken
on Mr. Barnson's request.

Mayor Roper asked for council's decision on the adopting of the
"POLICY DECLARATION STATEMENT FOR ANNEXATION". - Councilman
Bennett moved to adopt the policy as written and the accompanying
map, motion seconded by Councilman Callister, voting was as
follows:
