MINUTES
Minutes of a regular Council meeting held May 12th were approved

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

Bills for the current period were presented for approval, they
were approved upon a MOTION by Councilman Morrison. SECONDED by
Councilman Bennett. Motion carried.
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LOCATION OF THE 4TH OF JULY FIREWORKS

Fred Works and Richard Ross were in attendance at the Council
meeting to discuss with Council the possibility of having the 4th
of July fireworks in Deseret in conjunction with the Demolition
Derby. Mr. Works said there would be no admission charged after
the first race was over thus allowing those persons wanting to
see the fireworks to do so without any charge.

Councilman Bennett voiced his concern over the 1legality of
fireworks, which are purchased with City funds, being held
outside the City limits.

Councilman Morrison suggested the matter be tabled until the June
2nd Council meeting and ask City Attorney Warren Peterson to
research the legal aspect of the fireworks being held in the
County. Council agreed.

JULY 4TH EARLY MORNING BREAKFAST

Councilman Losee requested Council permission to allow the LDS
Second Ward to have their annual July 4th early morning breakfast
in the City Park. Permission was granted.

PROPOSED FINE ARTS COUNCIL

Lenore McCall told Council she was at the meeting in regard to a
proposed Fine Arts Council that a group of town people would like
to organize. Mrs. Jay Pace and Mrs. Thomas Chandler are the
individuals that are in charge of the group. If the Fine Arts
Council is organized they will be eligible for programs from the
State Fine Arts which is also federally funded. The group would
like to start with six (6) programs that will run from the
September to May season and eventually build it up to a summer
recreation program such as a pageant. The organization will have
to have some local funding. There will be a large variety of
entertainment so everyone may enjoy the programs. Mrs. McCall
requested the support of the City Council for this group.

Mayor Roper told Mrs. McCall the Council would discuss the matter
and get back to her at a later date.

1979 UNIFORM BUILDING CODE

Mayor Roper explained to Counil there is a 1979 Uniform Building
Code that has a new building permit fee schedule, a copy of which
had been mailed to each Councilman with their agenda.

Morrison MOVED to adopt the 1979 edition of the Uniform Building
