ROBERT RIEGEL, PROJECT MANAGER OF MARTIN MARIETTA CEMENT PLANT

Robert Riegel, Project Manager of Martin Marietta Cement displayed copies of
plans of the Martin Marietta Cement plant that is presently under construction
in Leamington Canyon.

The following items were discussed:

1. Anticipated completion of the plant is late 1981 or early 1982

2, Approximately 6000,000 tons of cement will be produced yearly at the
plant,

- 3. S and W construction now have 130 employees, by next spring it is

expected they will have 350 employees,

4. The cement to build the plant is being supplied by Utah Portland Cement
Company out of Salt LakeCity.

5. When the plant is completed the wages will governed by the local wage
scale.

Mr. Riegel explained the procedure in detail that will be used at the plant
when completed and in full operation. There will be approximately 125 to
130 permanent employees at the site,.

Mayor Roper thanked Mr. Riegel for his attendance at the meeting and the
presentation of the cement plant.
