The Mayor stated the meeting was a regularly called council meeting and that
notice of the time, place and agenda of the meeting had been posted at the
principal office of the governing body and had been provided the Millard
County Chronicle, the Millard County Gazette and the local Radio Station
KNAK and to each member of the governing body by mailing copies of the
Notice and Agenda two (2) days before to each of them.

MINUTES

Proposed minutes of a Public Hearing held September 15, 1980 were presented
for appropal Councilman Morrison MOVED the proposed minutes be approved,
MOTION SELONDED by Councilman Losee and received the unanimous affirmative

vote of aPl councilmen present.

Proposed minutes of a Rgular Council meeting held September 15, 1980 were
presented for approval, after the coucil had read the minutes and the
necessary corrections were made Councilman Bennett make a MOTION to approve
the minutes as corrected, the motion was seconded by Councilman Morrison

and received the unanimous affirmative vote of all councilmen present.

PENDRAY CONST. PROPOSED MOTEL

Bob Pendray informed Council, Pendray Const. was granted a loan for a motel
with a swimming pool and living quarter's for a motel manager. The first
phase of the motel will have forty eight (48) units; future plans include
additional units with the possibility of up to one hundred fifty (150)
total units. There is ample off-street parking space for the motel to

comply with the Delta City Zoning Ordinance,

Mr. Pendray displayed plans of



the thirteen (13) acres of commercial property owned by Pendrays where the
proposed motel will be located.

There was a general discussion of the water/sewer hook-ups and monthly
charges for the motel; Councilman Bird stated there will be a charge of
$800.00 per each eight (8) inch sewer hook-up and $3.50 monthly sewer charge
plus .50¢ per unit per month with an additional sewer charge each time the
swimming pool is emptied. Monthly water rates will be $5.00 for the first
8000 gallons plus .50¢ per unit and .20¢ per each additional 1000 gallons
used over the 8000 gallons. Cost of water hook-up will be determined by

the size of line installed.

Mr. Pendray told council he had discussed the proposed motel plans with
Superintendent Forster and the required off-street parking he then displayed
detailed plans of the proposed off-street parking spaces which included

sixty (60) parking spaces to accommodate the first phase of the motel

(48 units) after further discussion of the required parking spaces Councilman
Bennett MOVED Council grant approval of the proposed sixty (60) off-

street parking spaces for the first phase of the motel (48 units) motion was
seconded by Councilman Losee and received the unanimous affirmative vote

of all councilmen present.

Requirements for the proposed building permit for the motel will be discussed
at a later date with Pendray Const. Pendray's Engineer, Superintendent Forster,
and City Engineer, Eric DeHaan prior to the issuance of the aforementioned
building permit.

REQUIREMENT OF THREE (3) INCHES OF ASPHALT ON STREETS WITHIN A SUBDIVISTION
IN DELTA CITY

Mr. Bob Pendray stated he had discussed the three (3) inches of asphalt

on the streets within a subdivision in Delta City required by the subdivision
ordinance with several persons and he questioned the need for that amount

he then requested the council review the matter and the possibility of
reducing the amount to two (2) inches.

Mayor Roper told Mr. Pendray they would discuss the issue and report back
to him at a later date.

PROPOSED CITY OFFICE BUILDING

Sheriff Ed Phillips explained to council his ideas of the county sheriff's
needs for the public safety dept. of the proposed building stating he
felt the county would approve their share of the cost for the building.

Linda Borrell informed council the Utah State Hwy Patrol has agreed to
participate in the cost and rental of the public safety dept. of the
building.

A meeting was scheduled for October 23, at 11:00 A.M. at the city building
with the representatives from the Four Corners Commission, Mayor Roper,
Superintendent Forster, Linda Borrell, Eric DeHaan, Attorney Warren
Peterson, Delta City Council and Roger Stowell.

BUNKER'S BLOCK 17 SUBDIVISTIONRussell May questioned the requirements for
the streets in subdivisions, the width of the streets and the utility strip
in Bunker's Block 17 Subdivision, following Mr. May's questions there was

a general discussion of the above issue.
