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MINUTES

Proposed minutes of a Regular Council meeting held December 17, 1980
wvere presented for council approval, Councilman Bird MOVED the minutes
be approved as presented, MOTION. SECONDED by Councilman Morrison and
received the unanimous affirmative vote of all councilmen present.

JIM AND BOB PENDRAY - REQUEST FOR INDUCEMENT BOND

Jim Pendray explained to council that Mr. Rodney Ogden, Manager of

the First Security Bank in Delta and the three partners of the Best
Western Motel, Bob Pendray, Jim Pendray and Grant Neilson were in atten-
dance at the meeting to request council's consideration for approval

for an inducement resolution for an industrial revenue bond to be issued
through the City of Delta.

Mr. Pendray displayed plans for the Pendray Plaza which will be completed
in phases. The first phase of the motel will have 45 units and will

be completed by May 01, 1981, When completed the motel will have 120
units. In addition to the first phase of the motel, plans include
construction in the early spring of a resteraunt with the seating
capacity of 170 persons that will be adjacent to the afrementioned
motel. Also, in relation to the industrial revenue bond, there will

be three more commercial buildings which will be built as the need

arise from the fond financing. There will be 30 to 40 thousand sq. ft.
of space that will be used as the demand takes place.

Following Mr. Pendrays presentation of the proposed plans for the

Pendray Plaza there was a general discussion of the requested inducement
resolution and the accompanying memerandum of agreement. It was suggested
by Attorney Peterson that the Pendray Const. Co. wiykd be required to

pay any and all cost of the issuance of the bond which would include

the hiring of a seperate bond attorney for the city to evaluate

the proposed project and bond issue.

Councilman Morrison MOVED the council adopt the requested Resolution with
the changes to be made that were suggested by Attorney Warren Peterson,
MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Callister, voting was as follows:

The Resolution #80-16 was then signed by the Mayor of Delta City,
Leland J. Roper in open meeting and accepted by the City Recorder,
Dorothy Jeffery as part of the official records of the City of Delta.

REVIEW OF AGREEMENT FOR DUMP MAINTENANCE

Attorney Warren Peterson informed council the Agreement for Dump
Maintenance was on the agenda of the County Commissioners meeting
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shceduled for December 23rd at 2:15 p.m. in Fillmore, the county has
requested a representative from the city attend the meeting to discuss
the agreemtne.

Councilman Bird MOVED Councilman Morrison and Mayor Roper attend the
meeting, MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Callister and received the
unanimous affirmative vote of all councilmen present.

DECISION ON SOLID WASTE PICKUP SERVICE WITH DELTA CITY

Mayor Roper requested a final decision from the council on the proposals
for a solid waste pickup service within Delta City limits reeceived
by the city.

Councilman Callister MOVED the council not accept any of the proposals
at this time MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Losee, Attorney Peterson
suggested not business license be issued for a solid waste pick-up
service until the present Business License Ordinance be reviewed and
revised. It was the opinion of the council, Attorney Peterson's
suggestion be included in the motion, following the discussion the
MOTION was unanimously approved.

CONSIDERATION FOR OFF-STREET PARKING FOR HEATH's PET AND PLUMBING SHOP

Superintendent Forster presented to council plans for a proposed Heath's
Pet and Plujbing Shop and a request for a building permit. Mr. Forster
stated he had reviewed the request and felt there was ample off-street

parking and suggested the council approve the request.

Councilman Losee MOVED the building permit by issued MOTION SECONDED
by Councilman Callister and received the unanimous affirmative vote
of all councilmen present.

Councilman Losee told council he had received a bid from Donald Kozina
to build a housing cover for the gas pumps hose's at the Delta City
Airport in the amount of $214.00.

Following a discussion on the bid a MOTION to approve the bid was made
by Councilman Bird SECONDED by Councilman Callister and received the unanimous.
affirmative vote of all councilmen present.

Mayor Roper asked of there were any further questions or comments, there being
none Councilman Callister MOVED the meeting be adjourned, SECONDED by Councilman
Losee, meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
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
