years however Mrs. Shields requested a meeting with the coucil for their
interpretation of Delta City Resolution #80-02 which states in part:
"No applications or deposits shall be accepted for culinary water or
sanitary sewer connections outside the incorporated limits of the City
of Delta as now constituted or hereafter amended."

Attorney Peterson informed council the meter and line in question are not
new installations and therefore are not affected by the aforementioned
resolution.
