CONSIDERATION FOR APPROVAL OR REQUEST FOR LIQUOR LICENSE FOR CAROL BARNSON FOR

Attorney Peterson presented five (5) letters of reference and an application which

had previously been received from Carol Barnson, to the Council.

issuance of the liquor license to Mr. Barmson.

Councilman Morrison MOVED Carcl Barnson's request for a liquor license be
tabled until such time as all requirements for the license are met, MOTION
SECONDED by Councilman Losee and received the unanimous affirmative vote of
all councilmen present.

Superintendent Forster told council Mr. Richard Hall had met with the Planning
and Zoning Committee in regards to his project on lot 2 block 12 and they had
recommended council grant a Conditional Use Permit to Mr. Hall however, there
