Mayor Roper explained Mr. Lloyd Burraston was unable to be in attendance at the
meeting but had requested a contract on some property at the Delta City Airport
for a hanger.

Superintendent Forster told council Mr. Burraston wanted at least a 10 year
contract in order to obtain the financeing he would need for the project.

After some discussion of the issue, Councilman Morrison suggested a committee

of Councilman Losee, Lloyd Burraston, Attorney Peterson and Ronald Johnson and have
them prepare a contract that was acceptable to all persons concerned with the
project and present it to the council for their consideration of approval.

Councilman Bird MOVED a contract between Delta City and Lloyd Burraston for approx-
imately 200 ft. sq. area at the Delta City Airport be prepared by the above
mentioned committee and present it to council for their consideration of approval
at the April 06th council meeting. MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Losee. Motion
carried.

CARL. ANDERSON - REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF OFF-STREET PARKING FOR MOTORCYCLE SHOP
