Mayor Roper, being present, called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.
Dorothy Jeffery, being present, acted as secretary.

Mayor Roper stated the meeting was a regularly called council meeting and that
notice of the time, place and agenda of the meeting had been posted at the
principle office of the governing body and had been provided the Millard
County Chronicle, the Millard County Gazette and the local radio statiom

KNAK and to each member of the governing body by mailing copies of the Notice
and Agenda two (2) days before to each of them.

MINUTES

Proposed minutes of a Regular Council Meeting held April 20, 1981 were presented
for consideration of approval, following a discussion of the minutes and the
correction made, Councilman Losee MOVED the minutes be approved as corrected.
MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Bennett and received the unanimous affirmative

vote of all councilmen present.

REVEIW OF THE PROPOSED CITY ORGANIZATION CHART

Mayor Roper presented to council a copy of the propesed City Organization
Chart for their revew.

Superintendent Forster pointed out to council that the chart did not include
the municipal solid waste dump.

Attorney Peterson proposed the following item to be added to the chart.
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Under paragraph one (1) of Job description - Public Works Superintendent,
Municipal solid waste dump. As a descriptive paragraph, he be responsible

for supervision of the person contracted under the supervision of the
Councilman in charge of the city dump and the City Administrator. Councilman
Bennett MOVED the council adopt: the proposed City Organization Chart, subject
to the above mentioned additions, as city policy and give to the City Ad-
ministrator with direction he operate the city according to the policy,

MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Losee and received the unanimous affirmative
vote of all councilmen present.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR ADQPTION OF CERTIAN REGULATIONS CONSISTING
OF A HOUSING CODE, A CODE FOR ABATEMENT OF DANGEROUS BUILDINGS, THE UTAH STATE
PLUMGING CODE, AN ELECTRICAL CODE AND A FIRE CODE FOR THE CITY OF DELTA, UTAH.

Mayor Roper presented to council for their review, an Ordinance Providing for
Adoption of Certain Regulations consisting of a Housing Code, a Code for
Abatement of Dangerous Buildings, the ‘Utah State Plumbing Code, an Electrical
Code and a Fire Code for the City of Delta.

After some discussion of the ordinance, it was determined by the Council there
was a need to add the following items to the ordinance:

1. Uniform Mechanical Code

2. Uniform Plumbing Code
Attorney Peterson suggested an initial Board of Appeals be appointed by resolution
with all new member thereafter by a vote of the City Council, also be added to

the ordinance.

It was the opinion of the council the ordinance should be rewritten with the
aforementioned additions and be presented again at the next council meeting.
