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Councilman Ceclil Losee stated that it appeared to hLim that there were alot of
bad circumstances, and that things were mot clearly understood on either side.
Councilman Losee MOVED not to revoke Mr, Christensen's license. Motion dyed
for lack of second.

Councilman Tom Callister stated that he would like more time until the council
made a decision or not.

Attorney Peterson suggested that the council adjourn the meeting until a later
time, to discuss the decision of revoking the license of Mr. Ralph Christensen.

It was approved by the council that they would discuss the issue, at their

next council meeting. Councilman Morrison made a MCTION that the Council decide
on the decision at the next Council Meeting. MOTION SECONDED by Councilman
Losee, and received unanimous approval of all councilmen present.

Attorney Johnson stated that on behalf of his client and himself, they
appreciated the time that the council had taken to hear their comments.

Mayor Roper asked if there was any other items that needed to be discussed,
there being none, a MOTION was made by Councilman Bird to adjourn the meeting.
MOTION SECONDED by Councilman Callister, meeting adjourned at 12:49.
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Mayor Roper, being present, called the meeting to order at 8:00 p.m.

DECISION ON THE REVOCATION OF OF RALPH CHRISTENSEN CONSTRUCTION COMPANY's DELTA
CITY 1981 BUSINESS LICENSE

Mayor Roper stated at this time the council may make a decision on whether or not
they wish to revoke the 1981 Delta City Business License issued to Ralph Christensen
Construction Company. In our attorney's oppinion, which is different than the one
we got out of the last meeting, it is spelled out in section 52-4-5, Utah Code
Annotated (1953) Provides:

A closed meeting may be held upon the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the
members of a public body present at an open meeting for which notice is given
pursuant to Section 52-4-6; provided, a quorum is present. No closed meeting
is allowed except as to matters exempted under Section 52~4~5, provided, no
ordinance, resolution, rules, regulation, contract or appointment shall be
approved at a closed meeting. The reasons for holding a closed meeting and
the vote, either for or against the proposition to hold such a meeting, cast
by each member shall be entered on the minutes of the meeting.

Section 52-4-5 provides in part:

1. A closed meeting may be held pursuant to Section 52~4~4 for any of
the following purposes:

(a). Discussion of the character, professional competance, or
physical or mental health of an individual.

the Mayor further stated that only those councilmen that had been in attendance

at the Public Hearing, held August 27, 1981, regarding the revocation of Ralph
Christensen Construction Company's Delta City Business License, can go into the
closed meeting, with the Delta City Recorder to take minutes of the closed session,
and only those councilmen involved in the closed session are eligible to vote
