INVITATION TO THE OPENING OF THE PENDRAY PLAZA RESTAURANT

Bob Pendray extended an invitation to the Mayor, Council, Planning/Zoning
Commission, and other city personnel that have worked with Mr. Pendray on the
project, to an invitational dinner at the Plaza Restaurant that will be held
Friday, September 25, 1981 at 7:00 p.m. The Restaurant will be opened to the
public Saturday, September 26.

ROCKY MOUNTAIN GROUP HOUSING PRESENTATION

Mayor Roper introduced Jerry ‘& Harold , from the Rocky
Mountain Group to the Council. Mr. explained the background
of the group he represented and stated the company was interested in working in
the Delta area, he said they have been observing the growth and future plans of
Delta for the past two (2) years.

Their plan, if they do a housing project in Delta, is to hire first from the

local persons and only bring in outside help if they cannot get enough qualified

persons form the local area. Supplies would also be purchased from the local

suppliers with purchases being made outside of the area only when they could
not purchase the item in the area. The group has been working
with HUD, multi-family units, Ways & means Committee, and

others in Washington D.C. Mr. also explained the difficulty of ob-

taining single family unit financing. Mr. stated the compnay is

basically a development company with financing, they do offer a total

package. They have been working with American Savings and Loan on many of

the projects they have completed in other areas. Mr. further

stated they were not ready to make a full presentation of their proposal

to the council at this time but would do so in the near future.

DISCUSSION REGARDING DELTA CITY ATRPORT ENGINEERING PROPOSAL

Mayor Roper explained he had received a phone call from Councilman Losee, he
was in Salt Lake City and had talked to Cecil Waggner of the FAA. Mr.
Waggner had said the city should drop the present proposal for a master
plan for Delta City Airport. He also stated the cost of the proposal was

to high, the project should not cost more than 20 to $25,000.00 for the
completed project, he said after the 1st of October the FAA may be able

to provide some construction monies for the Master Plan.
