NEW BUSINESS

FRANK SEEGMILLER, CREAMER & NOBLE ENGINEERS: UPCOMING ATIRPORT
IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

Mayor Dafoe welcomed Frank Seegmiller, Creamer & Noble Engineers,
and asked him to discuss upcoming Airport Improvement Projects.

Frank Seegmiller addressed the Council and explained that he met
with Public Works Director Neil Forster, Assistant Public Works
Director Alan Riding and a representative from FAA at the Delta
Municipal Airport. The following is a list of priorities that were
decided on for an Airport Improvement Project:
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1. Pulverize and resurface orange apron in front of main
hangar.
2. Pulverize and resurface Taxiway A.
3. Install new anchors and tie downs.

4, Slurry seal Taxiway B.
5. Install security lighting system.

Mr. Seegmiller said that he has prepared a preapplication and
application based on the above priorities. He also said that the
applications have been based on a $200,000 grant from FAA, Delta
Ccity's share of $10,000 and UDOT's share of $10,000 for this
project.

Mr. Seegmiller then requested approval from the Council to submit
the applications to FAA as presented. Also, to authorize him to
advertise the project for bid and to authorize the Mayor to sign
project documents as they are received.

Following brief discussion, Council Member Wesley Bloomfield MOVED
to approve the Airport Improvement Project applications as
presented, to authorize the project to be advertised for bid and to
authorize Mayor Dafoe to sign the project documents as they are
received. The motion was SECONDED by Council Member Gayle Bunker.
