MAYOR DON DAFOE: 1991 CERTIFIED TAX RATE

Mayor Dafoe explained that a Certified Tax Rate of .004185 for 1991
would generate the same amount of revenue that the 1990 Certified
Tax Rate of .003659 generated.

Following brief discussion, Council Member Gayle Bunker MOVED to
approve a Certified Tax Rate for Delta City for 1991 of .004185.
