Following a brief
discussion of the accounts payable, Council Member Robert Dekker
MOVED that the accounts payable be approved for payment as listed
in the amount of $72,138.78. The motion was SECONDED by Council
Member Gayle Bunker. Mayor Dafoe asked if there were any comments
or questions regarding the motion. There being none, he called for
a vote, The motion passed unanimously.

MAYOR DON DAFOQOE;: 150 EAST UPGRADE FROM MAIN STREET TO 200 NORTH
STREET

Mayor Dafoe discussed 150 East Street upgrade from Main Street to
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200 North. Mayor Dafoe explained that this upgrade is needed due
to the closure of 100 East Street for construction of a new Delta
North Elementary School.

Discussion was held among the Council Members regarding a proposal
for the Millard School District to be responsible for the
following detail:

1. Installation of curb and an eight foot wide
sidewalk on the west side of 150 East Street from Main
Street to 200 North.

2. 33 foot asphalt street from curb to curb on
150 East Street from Main Street to 200 North.

3. Loop and connect existing 4" cast iron water line
with the 6" water line on 100 North.

4. Replacement and repair of sewer line underneath the
building.

Delta City will be responsible for the following detail:

1. Installation of curb on the east side of 150
East Street from Main Street to 200 North.

2, Acquisition of sidewalk easements on the west side of 150
East Street from Main Street to 200 North.

3. C(Cleaning sewer line underneath the building.

Following discussion, Council Member Gayle Bunker MOVED that for
the upgrade of 150 East Street that Millard School District be
responsible for the above mentioned details. The motion was
SECONDED by Council Member Rex Harris. Mayor Dafoe asked if there
were any comments or questions regarding the motion. There being
none, he called for a vote. The motion passed unanimously.

Following further discussion, Council Member Gayle Bunker
recommended that a previous motion closing 100 East Street from 100
East to the north side of Alfred Lake's property be amended to that
of closing 100 East Street from 100 East to the north side of Delta
Drug property.
